Design a Flag for Herefordshire Competition

Every entry will be seen and judged by a panel. The best entries will be short-listed and
then the people of Herefordshire will decide the winner. The winning entry will be officially
registered as the county flag, credited to the designer, and make its debut at an unveiling
celebration in the city.

There is no fee and anyone can enter (though under-16s will need parent/guardian/adult
consent). Full rules and guidelines are now available, with entries being accepted from 1%

announced in the summer.
