Dear Friends,

This time of year seems to be so much about remembering.
On the 1st of November we will observe All Saints Day with
Holy Communion at 7.00pm at 68 Glebe Close, by kind
invitation of Roy Crew. This is when we remember the saints of old who were
faithful people who shared the Gospel message of love with people down through
the ages. On 2nd November we have All Souls’ Day when we remember the faithful
departed - all Christians, including those known to us. By then, of course we will all
be wearing our poppies to remember those who have died in past conflicts - their
sacrifice for a better future for us all; and we will be holding a Remembrance Day
Service on Sunday 10th November, gathering at the War Memorial at the school
gate at 10.45pm for our 2 minutes silence at 11.00am; and ending with an all age
service of worship in school.
